[bookmark: _GoBack]1.0	Introduction

1.1	Willand

Willand has the largest population of the villages in Mid Devon outside the three market towns of Tiverton, Cullompton and Crediton.  It is located adjacent to the M5 between Junctions 27 and 28 and is connected to the strategic road network by the B3181.  The parish population is 3360 inhabitants.    The English Indices of Multiple Deprivation (2010) imply that there is not significant or widespread deprivation in the area.

1.2	Natural Environment and Green Space Provision

According to the Green Infrastructure Assessment (2010), overall in Willand green infrastructure is below average for Mid Devon, as is the GI per head of population.  Nature sites are in short supply, with very few County Wildlife Sites and no SSSIs.  There is a high land area of protected trees (Tree Preservation Orders) in comparison to other catchment areas identified in the GIA.   The Grand Western Canal passes to the north-west serving multiple functions as a regional walking route, strategic accessible open space, County Wildlife Site and Local Nature Reserve.  There is also a cycle route linking Willand to the canal and to the Tiverton Parkway railway station.  The area’s public right of way density is one of the lowest in Mid Devon whilst access to large-scale natural green space within the recommended distances is almost entirely lacking in Willand catchment area.  

The land area of small-scale open space and play areas is high compared to other catchment areas, and Willand has its own allotment site.  However, there are shortfalls in pitch provision as identified in the Playing Fields Strategy 2010.  In recent years development has funded public open space improvements to the value of £22,500.

1.3	Housing and Development

Willand has seen considerable housing development in recent decades and has its own industrial estate.  It is well connected to the strategic and local road network.  The Local Plan review has considered the option of a new community linking Willand to Junction 27 of the motorway, as a way of meeting the long-term housing and employment needs of the district.  However, an alternative site to the east of Cullompton is considered more suitable.  Willand Parish Council has stated that urban extension proposals for Willand will not be supported.

3.0	Quantity Analysis

Table 1 shows the quantity analysis of open space for the area. The figures for ‘Park and Recreation Ground (combined)’ comprise the sum of the following typologies:

· Park and Recreation Ground;
· Outdoor Sports Space (Pitches);
· Outdoor Sports Space (Other);
· Outdoor Sports Space (Private).

It is the ‘combined’ figure that is used for the purpose of analysing quantity, as such it is only this figure where required provision and supply is relevant. Figures have been provided for the individual typologies which make up the combined figure for information only, however, there is no supply assessment for these, hence an ‘NA’ (Not Applicable) is provided.  

Existing quantity figures are also provided for a number of typologies where there are no standards, as such these also do not show figures for required provision (a figure of 0.00 is provided) and supply is ‘NA’, these typologies are:

· School Playing Fields;
· School Playing Fields MUGA;
· Churchyard and Cemetery.

5.0	Quality Analysis

 	There are ten play areas in Willand, nine provided by the District Council and one by the Parish, the majority of these play areas are in good condition providing adequate play value. The play areas at Orchard Way and Willand Moor Road also provide open space for ball games and have goal posts installed. A larger parkland area at Victoria Close has in addition to its play area an open space that can be enjoyed by the whole community.

	Jubilee Field is located in the centre of the village and is owned by the Parish, the District Council owns a large open space adjacent to it. The two areas between them provide an open space that can be utilised in many ways, there is ample room for a full sized football pitch and it would be ideal for village events.
