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LAPFORD AREA PROFILE

1.0	Introduction

1.1	Lapford

Lapford is a rural village and civil parish in Mid Devon with a population of 987 inhabitants.  The nearest towns are Crediton to the south-east and Chulmleigh to the north-west.  Lapford is located on the rising of a hill above the river Yeo.  The village is approximately 18 miles outside Exeter and is located just off the A377 Exeter to Barnstaple Road. Lapford has a railway station on the Tarka line which runs between Exeter and Barnstaple. The English Indices of Multiple Deprivation score for Lapford is a below average and the lowest for the Mid Devon district.  This indicates some areas of high social deprivation within Lapford.  
  
1.2	Natural Environment

There are 3 Strategic Nature Areas around Lapford and nearby Chawleigh.  These have all been designated as woodland.  There is a large amount of ancient woodland in the area and public access is generally good.  There is low overall green infrastructure in the area, as far as this was measurable in the Green Infrastructure Assessment (GIA, 2013), but the population density for the area is also low so this counter-acts any possible shortfall.  However, small scale open space and play area provision is below average for the district and there are no allotments.

1.3	Economy and Development

Throughout the Middle Ages Lapford prospered and grew.  Many of the stone buildings where built, some of which still remain today including Lapford's most notable landmark, St Thomas of Canterbury church which originally dates back to the 12th century.  Lapford has grown over the centuries but is still relatively small by present day standards.  It remains a traditional rural village which is surrounded by working farm land.

1.4	Housing and Development

National Policy advocates market housing in rural locations where it will facilitate the provision of affordable housing if required.  Mid Devon District Council is therefore considering market development in rural locations where a proportion of affordable housing will be required.  Rural exception sites will also be considered in line with development management policies and an existing Supplementary Planning Document on ‘Meeting Housing Needs’.  The SHLAA sites identified in Lapford allow for the addition of 42 dwellings.  This number is not indicative of the amount of development that will definitely take place in Lapford over the Plan period up to 2033, but gives some idea of the potential for new development in the area if suitable and if necessary.

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3.0	Quantity Analysis

Table 1 shows the quantity analysis of open space for the area. The figures for ‘Park and Recreation Ground (combined)’ comprise the sum of the following typologies:

· Park and Recreation Ground;
· Outdoor Sports Space (Pitches);
· Outdoor Sports Space (Other);
· Outdoor Sports Space (Private).

It is the ‘combined’ figure that is used for the purpose of analysing quantity, as such it is only this figure where required provision and supply is relevant. Figures have been provided for the individual typologies which make up the combined figure for information only, however, there is no supply assessment for these, hence an ‘NA’ (Not Applicable) is provided.  

Existing quantity figures are also provided for a number of typologies where there are no standards, as such these also do not show figures for required provision (a figure of 0.00 is provided) and supply is ‘NA’, these typologies are:

· School Playing Fields;
· School Playing Fields MUGA;
· Churchyard and Cemetery.

There are two play areas in Lapford both sited at Church Close, one is owned by the District Council and the other is within the adjacent playing field. Each of these play areas are in poor condition and offer little play value. There is currently an initiative to decommission both play areas and to replace them with a new one. The remaining area within the playing field offers an ideal space for use as a kick about area and for residents to exercise in. The remaining open spaces are adequate.
