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HEMYOCK AREA PROFILE

1.0	Introduction

1.1	Hemyock

[bookmark: _GoBack]Hemyock is a village located approximately five miles from the Somerset town of Wellington. The River Culm flows through Hemyock and it was the former home of the St Ivel dairy processing plant.  Hemyock is the largest village on the Blackdown Hills, which is designated as an Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty (AONB).  The parish has an area of about 2350 hectares, and lies on the NW of the Blackdown Hills.  Hemyock parish has a population of 2163 people, and is on average the second least socially deprived catchment area in the Mid Devon district.
  
1.2	Natural Environment and Green Space Provision

The area is surrounded by Strategic Nature Areas which designate lowland heath, and purple moor grass and rush pasture.  The area has access to the second highest land area of Strategic Nature Area, and the largest land area of SSSI compared to other catchment areas defined in the Green Infrastructure Assessment (GIA, 2013).  Of particular interest is the Special Area of Conservation (outside the Mid Devon district) which is designated under the EC Habitats Directive on the grassland part of the SSSI.  This site is highly protected under European law in recognition of the Marsh Fritillary Butterfly, a priority species for conservation as part of the UK Biodiversity Action Plan.  Access to strategic open space and woodland is quite good, and the availability of public rights of way is well above average.  However, small-scale open space and play area land coverage is low in comparison to other catchment areas.  In recent years, development has funded public open space improvements to the value of approximately £97,000.

1.3	Housing and Development

National Policy advocates market housing in rural locations where it will facilitate the provision of affordable housing if required.  Mid Devon District Council is therefore considering market development in rural locations where a proportion of affordable housing will be required.  Rural exception sites will also be considered in line with development management policies and an existing Supplementary Planning Document on ‘Meeting Housing Needs’.  The Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment (SHLAA, 2013) identified sites in Hemyock allowing for the addition of 160 dwellings.  This number is not indicative of the amount of development that will definitely take place in Hemyock over the Plan period up to 2033, but gives some idea of the potential for new development in the area if suitable and if necessary.

3.0	Quantity Analysis

Table 1 shows the quantity analysis of open space for the area. The figures for ‘Park and Recreation Ground (combined)’ comprise the sum of the following typologies:

· Park and Recreation Ground;
· Outdoor Sports Space (Pitches);
· Outdoor Sports Space (Other);
· Outdoor Sports Space (Private).

It is the ‘combined’ figure that is used for the purpose of analysing quantity, as such it is only this figure where required provision and supply is relevant. Figures have been provided for the individual typologies which make up the combined figure for information only, however, there is no supply assessment for these, hence an ‘NA’ (Not Applicable) is provided.  

Existing quantity figures are also provided for a number of typologies where there are no standards, as such these also do not show figures for required provision (a figure of 0.00 is provided) and supply is ‘NA’, these typologies are:

· School Playing Fields;
· School Playing Fields MUGA;
· Churchyard and Cemetery.

5.0	Quality Analysis

Mid Devon have three play areas within Hemyock; Logan Way and Millhayes are relatively new with a good mix of equipment, whilst Hollingarth Way has only one piece of equipment offering little play value. Each of the three sites have open spaces adjacent to them large enough to be used as a kick about area. The Parish Council provide further good quality play areas at the Parish Recreation Ground and Station Road Fields. Station Road Fields also offers tennis courts, a multi use games area and sports pitches; the Parish Field offers a large sports ground with a bowling green sited adjacent to it.



6.0	Summary and Priorities

The priorities for Hemyock are to support the tennis club, who would like to improve the lighting on two courts and to extend lighting to a third court.
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
