1.0	Introduction

1.1	Cullompton

Cullompton is 11 miles north of Exeter and 20 miles south of Taunton.  The M5 runs close to the East and the B3181 runs through the centre of the town linking Exeter and Willand.  Cullompton lies in the Culm Valley, with the river passing to the east side.  The population of the parish is 8,499 inhabitants and the town continues to grow rapidly.  The average social deprivation score taken from the English Indices of Multiple Deprivation (2010) shows Cullompton as having a relatively low level of deprivation, but this does mask some pockets of deprivation.  A section of Cullompton town centre is ranked the 8th most deprived Lower-layer Super Output Area (LSOA) in Mid Devon.


1.2	Natural Environment and Green Space Provision

Cullompton has a range of Green Infrastructure (GI), including relatively large scale open space and recreation land at the Cullompton Community Association (CCA) fields and a new community garden at the Walronds, an early 17th century town house which is Grade I listed.  The house and garden have been restored to accommodate various community uses.  However, there are some issues with the Cullompton Conservation Area and its potential long-term deterioration.

The amounts of small-scale public open space and allotments are reasonably high in and around Cullompton compared to other catchments, in terms of land area.  However, the Playing Fields Strategy 2010 recommends additional provision in Cullompton of two junior football pitches and one Multi Use Games Area to meet existing demand, and one adult football pitch to meet future demand based on the forecast growth of Cullompton.  A number of public open space and sport facility improvements have been funded by development in recent years to the sum of around £140,000.


1.3	Economy and Development

Historically a farming and market town with related tanning industries, Cullompton saw a major expansion in the 1970’s with the construction of a bypass.  Its conversion into part of the M5 several years later, made Cullompton a popular commuter town for the district.  The town has grown considerably in recent decades and traffic congestion has become a significant problem hindering economic development.  In 2009 Cullompton was designated as an Air Quality Management Area (AQMA) and there has been some delay in the delivery of new employment until essential improvement to the M5 Junction 28 has been completed.  The previous and emerging Local Plans have sought to address town centre traffic congestion through road proposals associated with areas of new development. 


1.4	Housing and Development

The Local Plan review promotes Cullompton as the location for long-term housing and economic development for the district. The town’s proximity to the strategic road network, railway and the large employment centre at Exeter makes this a sustainable location for growth, with relatively few environmental constraints compared to Tiverton and Crediton.  
Development of urban extensions to the northwest and east of Cullompton will improve the overall availability and mix of green infrastructure in Cullompton, including an appropriate mix of public parkland, open space, landscaping, potential Local Nature Reserves and an extension to the cemetery.

3.0	Quantity Analysis

Table 1 shows the quantity analysis of open space for the area. The figures for ‘Park and Recreation Ground (combined)’ comprise the sum of the following typologies:

· Park and Recreation Ground;
· Outdoor Sports Space (Pitches);
· Outdoor Sports Space (Other);
· Outdoor Sports Space (Private).

It is the ‘combined’ figure that is used for the purpose of analysing quantity, as such it is only this figure where required provision and supply is relevant. Figures have been provided for the individual typologies which make up the combined figure for information only, however, there is no supply assessment for these, hence an ‘NA’ (Not Applicable) is provided.  

Existing quantity figures are also provided for a number of typologies where there are no standards, as such these also do not show figures for required provision (a figure of 0.00 is provided) and supply is ‘NA’, these typologies are:

· School Playing Fields;
· School Playing Fields MUGA;
· Churchyard and Cemetery.

5.0	Quality Analysis

Cullompton has a number of good quality open spaces that includes The Cullompton Community Association (CCA) Fields, Uppcott Field, Crowbridge Park and Linear Park. There are a total of 25 play areas within the town and a skate park in Meadow Lane, the majority of the play areas are good quality with a good range of play equipment. Within the CCA fields are located sports pitches and a large area of informal open space ideal for walking and exercising dogs. 



6.0	Summary and Priorities

The priorities for Cullompton are:

· To reduce the number of small play areas where there over provision can be demonstrated and to concentrate available funds on the larger sites.
· To build an extension to the Meadow Lane Skate Park to provide facilities for novices.
· To provide tennis courts.
· Cullompton Rangers would like to build a 3g pitch and are currently seeking funding.
· Bravehearts FC are seeking their own facilities. 
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
