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REVIEW OF THE PREMISES LICENCE FOLLOWING NOTIFICATION OF AN ILLEGAL WORKING 

COMPLIANCE ORDER
(pursuant to section 167 of the Licensing Act 2003)
Mid Devon District Council (the Council) has received notice of an illegal working compliance order (the Order) being issued for Mumbai Kitchen, 46-48 Bampton Street, Tiverton, Devon, EX16 6AH.
The grounds of the Order / review are as follows: The Home Office (Immigration Enforcement) applied for an illegal working compliance order, pursuant to Schedule 6 of the Immigration Act 2016. The Order was made by the South & West Devon Magistrates’ Court on 17 November 2025 and includes various conditions, including the requirement to carry out checks relating to the right to work (in accordance with the Illegal Working Compliance Orders Regulations 2016). As the licensing authority, the Council, received notification of this Order on 18 November 2025 and is now required to hold a review of the premises licence.

It is an offence to knowingly or recklessly make a false statement in connection with an application for a review and the maximum fine for which a person could be liable on summary conviction for the offence is unlimited.
