Adoption

The Provision of Parking in New Development Supplementary Planning Document (Parking SPD) was adopted at a meeting of the Mid Devon District Council’s Cabinet on 6 June 2013. 
Modifications

In accordance with regulations 11 and 14 of The Town and Country Planning (Local Planning) (England) Regulations 2012 this adoption statement sets out pursuant to Section 23(1) of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 the modifications to the Parking SPD that have been made since the draft document was subject to consultation.  The changes are as follows:
1. References to the consultation on the draft format of the document have been removed to reflect the current document is the final adopted version.
2. As part of the examination of the Local Plan Part 3: Development Management policies (LP3), the inspector asked Mid Devon District Council to consider the implications of incorporating the parking standards from the draft Parking SPD within LP3 Policy DM/8.  Subsequently, the inspector proposed a main modification, subject to consultation, including the standards within LP3.  As a result, the parking standards are no longer set out in Appendix 1 of the SPD; instead they now form part of LP3 Policy DM/8.  An updated version of Policy DM/8 has been included within the final version of the Parking SPD for reference. The following principles have been updated to refer to the standard now in LP3 Policy DM/8, rather than in Appendix 1, as originally cited:

· Principle 1 – Use of the parking standards

· Principle 3 – Allocation of parking spaces in residential development

· Principle 8 – Cycle parking/mobility scooter storage

· Principle 15 – Parking provision for non-residential development

3. An incorrect statistic in relation to the age of first time buyers was removed from the text within paragraph 6.  

4. Principle 2 ‘Design of residential parking’ has been updated to state that measures to control pollution in run-off water should be included where necessary.  Supporting information has been added to the text within paragraph 19 describing when such measures would be appropriate.
5. Principle 15 ‘Parking provision for non-residential development’ has been modified to allow parking provision to be provided below the standard where the Use Class justifies a variation.
Legal Challenge
Any person with sufficient interest in the decision to adopt the Parking SPD may apply to the High Court for permission to apply for judicial review of that decision. Any such application must be made promptly and in any event not later than 3 months after the date on which the Parking SPD was adopted.
